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The Peer-Reviewing Process

All submitted articles will be reviewed by two specialists in the field, from both Romania and abroad. 
The contributions will be sent electronically to the managing editor; the sender will receive a confirmation email from the managing editor within a week.

All articles will be assigned an identification number that will be used throughout the reviewing process, which will ensure an objective assessment. The aim of the peer-reviewing process is to guarantee the scientific quality of all articles accepted for publication and to make sure that these represent original contributions in their field.

The peer reviewers will consider the following aspects in their assessment:

1. The contributions must be thematically linked to the topics of each journal issue.

2. The originality / novelty of the approach / argumentation

3. Substantial scientific argumentation

4. The contributions must exclude explicit political engagement or propaganda

5. The requirements in the journal style sheet must be observed

One author may publish only one contribution per issue.

All the reviews will be sent to the managing editor who, in turn, will notify the authors about any necessary changes they need to bring to their works, so that there should be no contact at any point between the reviewers and the authors.
